1. A humorous scene between your hero and heroine.  You may take the scene from any part of your book, and it may involve secondary characters as well. The length of your scene is not to exceed fifteen pages maximum.

2. A brief summary (or synopsis if you have one) providing a basic outline of the story and/or background leading up to the scene entered.  This summary is not to exceed 2 pages, double-spaced, as it will merely serve as a guideline for the judges and will not be judged.

and returned to you via email with score sheets and optional comments.
